Target Skill – Understand Exaggeration and Hyperbole (Identify exaggeration and hyperbole from “King of the West” on pages 344-345)
Exaggeration means describing something as larger or greater than it really is.  Hyperbole is exaggeration for humor or to point out the importance of something.  Hyperbole should not be taken literally – it is a figure of speech.  Some examples of hyperbole are:
