Target Skill – Using Humor (Identify humor in “Extreme Dogboarding” on page 402.)
Authors often use characters’ behavior and settings to add humor to the plot and problems and solutions are often humorous.
Target Skill – Rhythm and Rhyme (Identify reasons the author uses rhythm and rhyme in “The Cyclists’ Song” on pages 414-415.)

The rhythm, or beat, of a poem helps set the mood.  The rhythm of a poem is similar to the drum beat in a piece of music.  Rhyme, the repetition of the same sound at the ends of lines, can make a poem pleasing to the ear.  Sometimes rhyme is used to emphasize images or ideas in the poem.  Both rhythm and rhyme help you remember a poem.
Comprehension Strategy – Determine Importance: Rank Information (review p. 400)
· Not all information in a selection is of equal importance.  Some details are essential to your understanding.  Other details are not essential.
· Ranking information will enable you to focus on important details and disregard those that are not important.
Comprehension Strategy – Review Ask Questions about Visuals (review page 326)
· Many selections you read include pictures, charts, graphs, diagrams, or other visuals.  As you read such selections, ask questions about how the visuals are related to the text.  
· Do the visuals help explain or extend the information in the text?
Writing Form- Story: Problem and Solution (pg. 424-427)

· Use fictional characters, settings, and events
· Use descriptive language to make the story come alive
· Identify the tone of the piece (humorous, serious, etc.)
· Determine the point of the view the story will be told from
